Decision:  If  the  interconnecting  mains  cable  is  less than 8 cm in length, it may comply  
                  with  the  requirements  for  internal  wiring.  If  the cable is longer than 8 cm, it  
                  then   needs   to   be   at  least  0.75 mm.sq.,   and   shall   be   provided  with  an 
                  insulation  corresponding  to double or reinforced insulation.  It  was,  however,         
          agreed  that  internal  luminaire  wiring with a suitable sleeve,  which  could be                   
considered as supplementary insulation, would be acceptable.
