In addition to the testing and certification services for the equipment described in the Agreement, the Applicant seeks a Conformity Assessment Certificate ("CAC") and Conformity Assessment Report ("CAR") for such equipment from the NCB in accordance with the IECEE O3 Rules and Procedures of the Scheme of the IECEE for Mutual Recognition of Conformity Assessment Certificates  for  Electrical Equipment ("CB-FCS Scheme").  Accordingly, the Applicant requests the NCB to perform all necessary examinations, tests, and inspections to determine eligibility of the equipment for a CAC and CAR ("Assessment Services").  A CAC and CAR are documents issued by an Issuing and Recognizing National Certification Body accepted to participate in the CB-FCS Scheme to inform other Issuing and Recognizing National Certification Bodies participating in the CB-FCS Scheme that one or more specimens of certain electrical equipment were tested according to an international standard accepted for use in the CB-FCS Scheme and that the specimens were determined to be in conformity with that international standard.  The Agreement and this Rider are intended to fulfill the requirement for a contractual agreement between the NCB and Applicant delineated in Section 10 of IECEE O3�.  If an Applicant is granted a certification by and also receives a CAC and CAR from the NCB, the Applicant agrees to the following terms and conditions:





1.	The Applicant agrees to adhere to all applicable parts of IECEE O2 (including any annexes) and IECEE O3 (including any annexes), as they may be amended from time to time throughout the term of this Rider.  To the extent they are applicable, IECEE O2 and IECEE O3 are incorporated herein by reference and made fully a part hereof, except when otherwise modified or supplemented by the Agreement or Rider.  If an Applicant does not have copies of IECEE O2 and IECEE O3, the Applicant can purchase them following International Electrotechnical Commission (IEC) Procedures.





2.	The Applicant agrees to pay total charges for the Assessment Services as specified in the Agreement made with or to the NCB.





3.	A CAC and/or CAR shall not be used by the Applicant in any form of advertising or sales promotion.  However, the Applicant may make reference to the existence of a CAC or CAR in business correspondence related to equipment for which a CAC or CAR has been issued, and which remains valid.





4.	The NCB has the right to cancel a CAC or CAR if (a) the CAC or CAR is misused; (b) the CAC or CAR has been issued in error; (c) the equipment in production, as determined by factory surveillance and audit testing, no longer corresponds to the specimens tested and described in the CAC or CAR; or (d) the holder of the CAC or CAR requests cancellation.





5.	A CAC is valid only when a relevant CAR is attached.  The CAR will cover the test results for the equipment according to the designated international standard, and when requested also according to any declared National Differences. 





6.	If the Applicant receives a CAC and CAR from the NCB for the equipment tested, the Applicant may apply to another Issuing and Recognizing National Certification Body participating in the CB-FCS Scheme for certification at the national level on the basis of the CAC and CAR.  The Applicant shall arrange for its own contractual relationship with the other Issuing and Recognizing National Certification Body to which the CAC and CAR are submitted for certification at the national level.





7.	Since this Agreement does not provide any third-party or other rights, the decision by the other Issuing and Recognizing National Certification Body as to whether or not to grant its own certification at the national level is at its sole discretion.  It is the Applicant's responsibility to determine the extent to which the other Issuing and Recognizing National Certification Body will verify the validity of the CAC and CAR and conduct a review of the equipment evaluation and test results developed by the NCB to determine whether to grant its own certification. 





8.	If the Applicant receives a CAC and CAR from the NCB for the equipment tested, the Applicant agrees such equipment will be subject to surveillance and audit testing in accordance with IECEE O3 when required.2





9.	By signing this Rider, the Applicant authorizes the NCB to and agrees that the NCB may correspond and provide any and all records, data, test reports or other documentation (collectively, the "Data") whatsoever needed by another Issuing and Recognizing National Certification Body participating in the CB-FCS Scheme designated by the Applicant to review a CAC or CAR prepared by the NCB when the Applicant applies to another Issuing and Recognizing National Certification Body participating in the CB-FCS Scheme for certification at the national level on the basis of the CAC and CAR.  The NCB will provide the Data to another Issuing and Recognizing National Certification Body participating in the CB-FCS Scheme only after the Applicant notifies the NCB in writing that it has applied to another Issuing and Recognizing National Certification Body participating in the CB-FCS Scheme for certification at the national level on the basis of the CAC and CAR.





10.	Each Issuing and Recognizing National Certification Body participating in the CB-FCS Scheme is responsible for authorization, use and control of its certification marks.  The NCB is not authorized to issue the certification mark of another Issuing and Recognizing National Certification Body participating in the CB-FCS Scheme.  Furthermore, the issuance of a CAC and CAR by the NCB is not authorization by the NCB for the Applicant to use any of its certification marks.





11.	This Rider is not intended to conflict with the Agreement.  The Applicant agrees to adhere to all terms of the Agreement.  To the extent there are any inconsistencies between the Agreement and this Rider, the terms of the Agreement shall prevail.
